The band scored a 96,97,97 from three judges for their performance of prepared music, for a composite 96.67. (They needed a score of 90 to qualify for State) For the second time in their history, they scored 100 points out of a possible 100 in Sight-reading. The band had the highest scores of all bands in the two-day competition, including several 4-A size bands! The Wind Ensemble will travel to Rio Rancho for the NMAA "State Concert Band Contest" on Friday, April 12th. They are scheduled to perform at V. Sue Cleveland High School at 11:00 a.m. that morning.
